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Conclusions
Good questioning is working towards conclusions that you know you want to reach. The key is asking questions that build to a "finale", during which it is not possible for the school to provide anything but a direct answer that damages their case. Here, set out the conclusions that you want to reach.

Lines of questioning
It is impossible to entirely predict the answers to your questions, and you will need to adapt to the answers you get. However, it is helpful to sketch out a plan to reach the conclusion you want by including the key questions you want to ask. Complete a table of questions for each conclusion you want to reach, then click + to add another table, using one table per conclusion.
